The hot 
summer that we have all longed for is here and now we complain that we are too hot and 
sticky. By the time you read this it will be early September and the cooler autumn days will be 
upon us and maybe an Indian summer before winter is upon us once more. 
It occurred to me as I mused on the decisions made at the last Parish Council meeting that, as 
with the weather, we cannot please all the people all of the time. 
I refer in particular to the problem (yes I do mean problem) of the skateboard/BMX park. This 
started as such a good idea; provide the children of the village with something to do, so that 
there would not be so much vandalism, graffiti etc. However, as many of you are aware, it has 
turned out to be almost the opposite. The structure has been constantly vandalised and the 
graffiti is a disgrace. Some enterprising individuals even managed to achieve access to the 
inside of the structure and turn it into a drug and sex den! Most villagers would be appalled at 
the items found inside. The general area around the park is constantly a mess of litter, broken 
glass and other debris. The once well-used basketball area is practically a no-go area, as users 
have to clear the area every time they want to use it.   The dustbins previously provided have 
been set fire to. 
Previous erroneous reports that the Council had decided to remove the skateboard park made 
for a very interesting and noisy Parish Council meeting. The users made promises that matters 
would improve, which have obviously not been kept. 



It costs the Parish Council (and therefore you, the Council Tax payer) a lot of money to 
maintain the skateboard park, which is now in need of major repairs to keep it safe. Those 
repairs should have been completed by the time you read this. 
There was a lot of discussion at the last Parish Council meeting, as there has been often in the 
past, as to the future of this equipment. I cannot remember such an emotive and split decision 
made on any item previously. There was a view that the equipment should be removed entirely. 
Oh, what an outcry that would bring I am sure. Eventually it was decided, far from unanimously, 
that the Council would pay to have the equipment resurfaced and reinforced at a not 
inconsiderable sum, which has to be found with difficulty from this year's budget. Even then, 
one item on the park is to be removed as the money could not be found to repair it and it would 
become dangerous. 
It is so easy to accuse the Parish Council of not doing anything to keep the youth of the village 
occupied. Just how much of your money should they spend trying to attain that aim when all it 
seems to achieve is to provide another target for vandalism? 
Go along to a Parish Council meeting and hear the arguments for and against the decisions 
made when they spend "your money". Why not come forward and become a Parish Councillor. 
As I write, there is a vacancy, due to the sad loss of Ted Featherby, and the Council needs to 
co-opt a new Councillor. Contact the Parish Clerk (contact details on the inside back page) and 
he will tell you what to do next. Make a difference; be involved in decisions that affect you and 
your family in the village. Despite what I have said above, it can be a very rewarding use of 
your spare time.

Being a school governor can  be enormously rewarding....not monetarily, but in the amount of 
satisfaction derived from seeing children's progress and influencing school developments. 
To farther their aim of increasing links with the local community. Governors of Watlington 
Community Primary School have included an additional Community Governor under their newly 
approved constitution. Anyone who is interested in applying for this position can obtain farther 
information either from the Headteacher, Mrs Dowden, on 01553 810468. or the Chair of 
Governors. John Ward- on 01553 811473. 
Being a governor can take as much or little of your time as you let it. but an evening a month 
during term time is typical- plus a few short daytime visits to the school if possible. Full 
Governors' meetings are normally held in the evening, 4 or 5 times a year, with sub-committees 
meeting as necessary to discuss finance, staffing, curriculum, facilities and health and safety. 
School visits allow governors to monitor progress and assist in activities- and whilst new gov-
ernors are normally encouraged to contribute according to their interests and expertise, it is 
hoped that the new Community Governor would help integrate the school and village. Norfolk 
County Council provide an excellent Governor Training Programme to help new and existing 
governors understand their role.

By the time you read this, we will have turned the comer from summer into autumn and will be 
approaching the end of another year. Likewise, the village hall will be coming to its year end, 
culminating in the 
ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING. on Thursday 4th November. 

Want to know more about the village hall? 
It replaced what was affectionately called "the black hut', a corrugated tin hut obtained second-
hand as a former gymnasium from the east end of London, some time before World War One 

 
 



by Squire Birch of Watlington Hall. It stood close to the road on the present plot and was used 
as a reading room and for various church and village events. It survived right into the 1980s. 
In 1988 the new halt was built, after years of fund-raising in the village and with grants from the 
county and borough. It was an immediate success, and booked solid. So in the 1990s it all 
began again, with plans for an extension. The then committee (which looked remarkably similar 
to the now committee) hit the jackpot, with a £90,000 lottery grant and finished building the 
Small Hall in the year 2000. Present users include adult education, archery, badminton, carpet 
bowls, clinic, craft group, dancing school, short mat bowls, under 5s, Watlington Players, 
Wednesday Club, Women's Institute, youth football. And of course, it's the top local venue for 
parties, celebrations, wedding receptions, puppet shows, concerts, etc. 
The village hall is a registered charity, the parish council are custodian trustees. The 
management committee are administrative trustees, running the hall on a day-to-day basis. 
This committee comprises club representatives, seven elected members, and two members 
from the parish council. All committee members are trustees and need to act collectively in the 
best interests of the hall and all its users. Thanks to the hard work of these committee 
members, volunteers, and two part-time cleaners the hall attracts a lot of favourable comment. 
The committee sets hiring charges annually to meet the normal running costs, but 
improvements to the hall have to be financed by fund raising. Want it to carry on like this? Want 
it to change? It is your hall, for your enjoyment, not a secret society with closed doors! 
Some long-standing members are going to put their feet up at the AGM, so some dedicated 
people are needed to fill their shoes. Believe us, it's a fulfilling experience helping to run a 
village hall like ours in Watlington.

The rector writes 
The Benedictine Way applies to everyone 

When on holiday I love to visit Benedictine Monasteries. One of my most memorable visits was 
to Monte Casino where Saint Benedict lived and worked. Seeing the present Benedictine 
Community you are struck by their warm welcome in the true Benedictine tradition of 
hospitality, and their simple, balanced and dignified lifestyle. 
Many people regard monks as extremists, but I saw a different picture. Here was a group of 
men who decided to live together to pursue a life of prayer, study and work. A life of quiet sanity 
instead of the usual race for money and power. 
Saint Benedict was the father of western monasti-cism and is the patron saint of Europe. His 
communities kept his simple rule, a page of which I read each week, which helped to preserve 
the ancient learning and culture of Greek and Rome after the roman empire crumbled. They 
became centres of culture and learning throughout the middle ages. They became centres of 
health care, justice and the arts-Benedict's rule also established a primitive form of democracy 
in an age of tyranny. 
The rule also established the foundation for modem human rights because in the community 
each person was treated with respect and honour. Benedict's monasteries valued learning, 
good manners, discipline and self respect. 
The holy monks taught that these ordinary virtues were part of the call to holiness. Benedict 
reminds us that all of these virtues—including holiness—are vital for a civilisation of decency, 
order and peaceful prosperity. 
Benedict lived in the sixth century when the Roman empire was falling into ruins. The values he 
established were vital then, and they are just as necessary now. Our own society is suffering 
from the same symptoms of decay as ancient Rome- Lawlessness, immorality, greed and 
despair are all around us. 
Benedict's principles for a good and balanced life are enshrined in the three vows which 
Benedictine monks and nuns make. They take vows of stability, obedience and conversion of 
life. From these three promises come the balance which we need as individuals and as a 
society. 
Stability means being rooted. The Benedictine monk or num promises to stay committed to his 
or her community for life- We need this kind of commitment in our marriages, in our Christian 
worship and in our communities. 
It seems a sad fact that many folk are not willing to persevere. When things get rough people 
bail out. Commitment seems to be a dirty word. Stability means getting stuck in and not giving 
up on a particular community or commitment. Stability means we find God and happiness right 
where we are, and that we do not have to flit about after every trend, fashion or new idea. 
Obedience is a harsh word in a society where anything goes and pleasure seems to be the only 
guiding principle. However, the root of the word 'obey" means 'to listen'. True obedience means 
listening to others and responding to their needs. The obedient person is always alert to the 
spoken and unspoken needs of those around them. Obedience builds peace and 
understanding in communities. Obedience is vital for the Christian life to prosper. We need to 
listen to God, listen to the bible, listen to Holy Church and listen to the Holy Spirit within us. 
Then, after listening, comes action. 
Conversion of life is the dynamic vow. The person who seeks conversion of life is always 
looking for a new way to see life. This principle does not just mean being converted in the 
religious sense. It is a way of looking at life that is creative, optimistic and positive. It sees 
possibilities, not problems. It gives people the benefit of the doubt. It is always seeking to 
convert the difficulties of life into opportunities for growth. 



The person who vows to follow conversion of life wants to convert the whole world from death 
and despair to new life and hope. These three principles are not just for monks and nuns. They 
can be applied to our families, our businesses, our schools, our faith, communities, our local 
communities. The Benedictine Rule was written in the sixth century, but it is timeless in its 
appeal. It is always relevant because Benedict understood people. He understood what makes 
us tick, and that will never change. May God go with you.             Father James

A tribute to Ted Featherby who died on 24th June 2004 

 
The words that follow were taken from the oration spoken at Ted's funeral, with kind 
permission of his widow Mrs Sylvia Featherby and the oration's author, Doctor Hugh 
Lacey . 

Ted Featherby was a fount of all village knowledge. Born in 1915, in School Road, Watlington. 
During the First World War his father served in the Royal Flying Corps, and his family go back 
to the 1800s. His grandfather was a wheelwright, carpenter and undertaker, and Ted learned 
his trade from father and grandfather by going round with them as a small boy, to homes in the 
village. His interest in people and the village must have stemmed from that time. 
At the time, Watlington was a small village of some 500 residents, without mains water or 
electricity, but with a busy railway, four pubs, ten shops, including a baker, shoemaker, butcher 
and a cycle repairer. The tin hut and the surrounding field, given by the Pope family, was the 
centre of village life. It was a very close and friendly community and Ted spent many happy 
hours in the tin hut. playing table tennis, billiards and darts. Outside, he played football and 
tennis. He was good at sport. 
He was a choir boy and remained closely associated with the church throughout his life. At one 
stage he was a church warden. In his eighties, he and Michael, his son, gilded the church 



clock, something he had done with his father many years before. At the outbreak of the Second 
World War. Ted joined the R.A.F and was posted to the Orkneys. where he met and married a 
local lass, Margaret. Here, Michael was born. Ted came back to Watlington to work with his 
father and again took an active part in village life, playing football, tennis, cricket and also 
acting. He loved the village, was a parish councillor, where at one time he held the position of 
chairman. 
He was a flood warden from 1965 and also carried out a survey of local wells. 
He was very involved in the Royal Air Force Association, in which he became vice-chairman of 
the local branch. Ted's wife Margaret died in 1980. He married Sylvia who shared his interests 
in the village. This interest in life and the village never wained. He was still a parish councillor 
and a member of R.A.F.A. He also belonged to the Watlington bowls club and the Wednesday 
Club at the time of his death. 
We met Ted 45 years ago when we first came to the village and he took us and our house 
over. He always seemed to be around, especially at tea-time, when he would fill us in on the 
latest gossip, which was never malicious. His past memory of people and events was 
phenomenal; he was truly 'Mr Watlington'. Ted always looked smart and upstanding. He had 
an easy social manner and would chat to anybody, including Meryl Streep and Seth from 
Emmerdale. whom he met at the Duke's Head, his favourite hostelry in King's Lynn. We very 
much miss his company and enthusiasm, and not being able to ask him about people and 
events in the past. 
Ted was a perfect example of how to keep active until the end. He even climbed a ladder to cut 
our wall creeper down only two years ago! We, and so many. will miss you Ted.

Parish Council Report 
From Co/in Vince, Clerk to the Parish Council At the July meeting of the Parish Council, 
councillors stood in silent tribute to the late Cllr Ted Feath-erby, who had served with distinction 
on the parish council for a number of years, including a spell as chairman. His input to council 
meetings and his deep knowledge of village history will be sorely missed by all. 
The Parish Council has agreed that the skateboard park equipment will be resurfaced as the 
current surfacing has deteriorated considerably over the summer. The new surface 'Skatelite 
Pro' is an industry standard that should prove more durable. However, the costs involved are 
high and as a result the Council has also decided that it would be very unlikely to provide 
further funding in 2005/2006 if this surfacing proves to be unsustainable or if there is vandalism 
damage to any of the equipment. 
The Council has agreed to have 'gateway' signs at each of the roadways entrances to the 
village, the first one already having been installed by the County Council along Downham 
Road. It is hoped that the signs on Station Road and Church Road will be installed this financial 
year and St Peters Road and Thieves Bridge Road in 2005 (though these may possibly occur 
all in this year). At the same time it was agreed not to pursue the matter of speed reactive signs 
at the present due to their high installation costs. Council approved County Council consulta-
tions on proposals for waiting restrictions at the junction of School Road / Church Road / 
Downham Road and for a 40 mph zone between Watlington and Magdalen and it appears that 
these schemes may now be going ahead. 
The crossing from the Millennium Green towards the shop is now in the design stage and 
should be installed this financial year. The Council has brought to the attention of the County 
Council the need for upgrade work on the footways in Church Road, School Road and parts of 
Downham Road. The assessment of the need for a footway from the village hall car park to Mill 
Road has scored well and is on the list of works to be carried out by County. However with all 
these Jobs there is no guarantee as to when works will be carried out. 
Plans are under way to improve the fence and kissing gate on the boundary of the Glebe Land 
at Downham Road and to make the narrow strip of the Glebe Land more open with a modest 
widening of the cut areas either side of the existing footpath. The football pitch area is now well 
defined and work is going ahead to try and produce a playable pitch by the end of the coming 
football season. The Council has also agreed to severely reduce the height of most of the 
Leyiandii and other hedging on the boundary of the recreation ground to create a more open 
site. This will most probably have to be delayed until next year because of financial constraints. 
The play equipment project has now been divided into 2 phases with news of Phase 1 funding, 
the tots area, still expected in September. The Council has added a new mound slide to this 
first phase to replace the one removed at Warren Close last year. Improvements have been 
made to the station car park. A weekend of work by WAGN has resulted in the creation of extra 
spaces, a more acceptable surface and safer site access. It is doubtful that there will be further 
upgrading in the short term but it is council policy to continue to press for an expansion of the 
parking area. 
Thanks are extended to JA Brothers for their assistance in laying out the new surface for 
Fairfield Lane, which will be appreciated by all the many regular users of the lane, especially 
with the winter months to come. 
EDF Energy has confirmed in writing that the fault causing the series of power cuts has now 
been rectified. Thanks should be extended to BBC Radio Norfolk for their piece on this 
problem, as the number of vans attending the village after the broadcast seemed to multiply 
daily! 
Two final points. The Council has decided on a policy that in future anonymous letters will no 
longer be considered at council meetings and if you wish to e-mail the Council the address has

What if .. 
Throughout the four seasons of the year I walk daily with my dogs along the trails, banks and 
ways of West Norfolk, hi the main these walks take me through the woodland at Shouldham, or 
along the banks of the Ouse in either direction from the bridge at Magdalen, and the banks of 
the relief channel. 
At times I tend to link the relief channel with the lane known as Bells Drove which, as some of 
you will know, is a narrow road extending in a general southward direction from Station Road 
(just east of the bridges at Magdalen) for about two miles, almost into Runcton Holrne, where it 
joins Common Road and on into that village. 
During one rather overcast and sombre day towards the end of June of this year I found myself 
trekking, the dogs ahead of me, along this narrow road, contemplating on and marvelling at the 
heavy growth of weeds and grasses on both sides of the lane, when I suddenly began to 
realise that unless someone - the Norfolk County Council, or whoever is responsible for these 
narrow highways - took control of the organic growth on either side, nature would soon reclaim 
the land on which this man-made track was laid. Indeed, I came to one long stretch of road 
where, down the very centre the tarmac and granite chippings weeds had been thrust up by, 
leaving only two rapidly narrowing tracks for the access of wheeled vehicles. A 'divide and 
conquer' process was well under way. 
This scene of nature's wanton encroachment started me thinking what might happen if for 
some cataclysmic reason man no longer found himself in control, as he surely appears, and 
certainly considers himself to be. 
From that time in late June I began to take more notice of the deprivations caused by nature's 
advances, particularly where areas of man's unheeding lack of response - or in some places 
deliberate neglect - had allowed steady encroachment and colonisation of weeds, shrubs and 
even trees. 
For instance, while driving towards the main A 10, along the Thieves Bridge Road, lake careful 
note of the hedges on either side. At one time, perhaps 30 years ago, whole stretches of these 
hedges were torn out by the local land owner, only to be replanted several years later. I have 
good reason to remember the lack of those hedges, for in those days I used to be dropped off 



from work at the junction with the A 10, and walked the mile or so into the village and home. In 
the winter, the wind rain and snow drove across this hedge-less road, to my utter discomfort. 
In recent times the hedges were kept back, away from the road, exposing a few feet of grass 
verge. Now however they are so tall and rampant that they begin to bend over at their tops and 
because they reach out into the road they are kept under control only by passing lorries, trucks 
and domestic vehicles- A kind of automotive pruning! 
How long would it take, should the transit of vehicular traffic cease, for those hedges first to 
begin to encroach into the highway and then to meet overhead? In five years a beech hedge, if 
untouched by the machines of men, will put on in the region of three feet of growth in all 
directions. At that rate, in 5 years the hedges on Thieves Bridge Road would meet and mingle 
both vertically and horizontally, making an impenetrable barrier between Watlington and the 
main A 10. 
The growth of weeds and grasses would begin as the movement of traffic along the same 
stretch of road ceased. Before very long, and certainly within the time it took the hedges to 
close down the thoroughfare, nature would reclaim the land that for so long had been governed 
and controlled by mechanical means. 
There is a triangle of land just off the green path that connects Bells Drove with the bank of the 
relief channel. It measures some 40 paces along each of its three sides. Two or three years 
ago the land was cleared of all growth and a great heap of imported stones appeared in the 
centre of this triangle. 
Gradually, over a period of a year, the stones were removed by the fanner, presumably for use 
as track ways in other areas. The triangle became churned up, uneven and bare of all growth 
where the stones had been. 
Within weeks, mosses and low growing weeds appeared in the rutted ground. Then came taller 
grasses and docks. Over the period since that time (no more than eighteen months) shrubs and 
even small trees have taken root and the land has become rank, overgrown, and a haven for 
many forms of wildlife. In one comer of this triangle stands a piece of farm machinery, obviously 
discarded and of no further use to the tillers of the land. It is gradually being submerged and 
lost into the surrounding landscape-All that I have observed and related here is really of little 
consequence and is easily controlled by the variety of machines that man has devised- 
It is a salutary fact however, that nature waits patiently in the background for man to fail. We 
may feel secure and in control, but what if the machines failed, or the power required for their 
activation was not available, or humanity itself became depleted to such an extent that we were 
brought to subsistence levels? It all sounds like science fiction, or a very expensive film drama, 
but next time you walk through the orderly fields that surround our village, or drive your car into 
the countryside, just take note of the odd comers and crevices where rough, untutored plants 
and grasses grow, and recall this article which begs the question. What if…….

Fen Riversway Bridle Group 
The Fen Rivers Way Bridleway Group was set up in 2001 by enthusiastic local riders utilising 
Public Bridleway sections of the Fen Rivers Way long distance path between King's Lynn and 
Downham Market. 
The Group successfully bid for National Lottery "Awards for All" money to improve access to 
the nearby Relief Channel and effectively double the amount of safe off-road riding and walking 
in the vicinity. Watlington Parish Council also donated funds to the scheme. 
Membership of the Group is only £5 a year. They meet bi-monthly and welcome new members, 
whether cyclists or walkers. 
The Fen Rivers Way Bridleway Group would like to acknowledge the help of the Environment 
Agency and their tenants for allowing the use of the land, and Norfolk County Council's Access 
Team for their advice and practical support for the project 

Where can I ride? 
The River Great Ouse has public bridleways on both banks between Wiggenhall St Germans
